RUGBY TOUR – From the Assistant Coach 
What a wonderful experience! Often one learns more from defeat than from victory and even though we 
were unsuccessful on the rugby field I still think the tour was a big success. Having known and interacted 
with the boys before the tour and being involved with them post tour there has definitely been a change. 
The bonding that took place on and off the field was fantastic. I really think some lasting friendships were 
formed in East London. 
While we were on tour we played three games: Cambridge, Despatch and Nico Malan. The Cambridge 
game was played in a mud bath; you could not really see any field lines and the guys got themselves nice 
and dirty. The guys played really well but the conditions did not help and it ended up being a very scrappy 
game with lots of handling errors.

RYAN LEVY AND ADRIAN LOUW 
 
During the recent vacation, two of our Fairmont cricketers Ryan Levy and Adrian Louw travelled to India to 
participate in a cricket coaching academy. The following is a report outlining their experience. 
 
We departed from South Africa on 26 June 2010 to attend the Dennis Lillee Bowling Academy in Chennai – 
India to return on 9 July 2010. 
 
Traveling, staying in and adapting to a country with a different culture to ours and having the privilege of 
being coached at the highest level was an amazing experience for both of us in cricketing terms and life 
skills. We had to learn to deal with long hours of travelling, talking our way out of being charged too much 
overweight (our baggage that is), waiting in airports and handling customs and passport control. The shock 
of arriving in a country where there are just so many people and the different standards of living in one area 
– where you live in a beautiful hotel with rundown buildings right next to you and just the non-stop 
movement of millions of people – rich and poor all in one city. The experience of having to find our way 
around on our own and the high cost of living compared to our country made us appreciate our beautiful 
country that we live in.  
 
The Bowling Academy was of the highest level and we received excellent coaching from the likes of Dennis 
Lillee and Craig McDermott, two great Aussie opening bowlers as well as playing with Indian cricketers who 
played in the recent IPL Series and besides being excellent cricketers who were so willing to help us and 
share some of their knowledge with us, were so friendly and made us feel like one of their own. We made 
friendships with Indian and Australian cricketers that I am sure will be everlasting. 
 
We were so impressed with the friendliness of everyone we met and the overwhelming level of service 
wherever we went – nothing was a problem.  
 
All this said and done, it is wonderful to be back in SA and we hope to be able to improve our level of 
cricket and impart some of the knowledge and experiences onto our fellow cricketers. As the great Dennis 
Lillee said to us: “The easy part is over - now it is practice, practice, practice.”
