We live in a society where alcohol is being used in significant quantities by a large number of young South 
Africans.  The use of alcohol by teenagers carries with it a range of short and long term harmful 
consequences. 
The Fairmont Life Orientation teachers are concentrating on this topic during this week (19 ï 23 July) to 
educate ALL learners from Grade 8 to 12 about these consequences. The learners each received a 
booklet containing information on this topic and it is hoped that the information in this booklet and 
information received during class discussions will catalyse open and honest conversations within families 
about alcohol use by teenagers.  
They have been communicating with their peers about alcohol from quite a young age. In addition they 
have been absorbing ideas about alcohol and its use from TV programmes, adverts and movies. Unless we 
as parents enter into a conversation with our children on this issue, their use of alcohol will be determined 
to a great extent by others who do not necessarily have the best interests of our children at heart. 
Parents sometimes avoid this conversation with their teenagers as a result of their own use of alcohol. This 
is not a reason to hold back. In fact it is probably even more of a reason to engage with your child openly  
and honestly. You do so from the point of view of wanting the very best for your child. This makes your 
input crucially important because almost all other inputs he or she will receive have some other motive 
(profit, inclusion into a group, excitement, manipulation, sexual conquest, etc).
